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Helpful Information for State Missionaries

· Communicate with the Associational On Mission Celebration Director (usually the Director of Missions) at least two months prior to the conference.  

· Allow your role as a state missionary to be an opportunity to inform and inspire.  Your task is to help people see that state missions are important, vital and even exciting!  Share what God is helping churches accomplish through every level of missions outreach.

· Think small.  Some participating churches may be small town or open country churches.  Many churches have less than 100 in Sunday School attendance.  Plan or adjust your presentation accordingly.

· Utilize your time as an opportunity to make contacts in that association, or nearby areas, in behalf of your department’s work.

· Provide state missions offering promotion materials as a resource.

· Pray for the Conference Director, other missionaries that will be speaking, those that will be attending the conference and all those involved with the event.  
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When giving presentations, consider dividing your allotted time into parts:

· Share a general overview of state mission resource materials.
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· Share about your area of work, including interesting and challenging incidents, accomplishments or happenings.  

· Magnify the important role of the local church as it supports our total missions outreach at every level, especially through the Cooperative Program.
